FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is a 58-year-old woman, totally bedbound with history of multiple infarctions, severe contractions, dysphagia, recurrent aspiration, tremors, and history of parkinsonism. The patient today had a fall. As I mentioned, she is bedbound and she is totally contracted upper and lower extremity, but she is awake. She tells me that she was reaching for something and she fell out of the bed to the floor. The patient is taken care of by her caregiver Glendora who put the patient back in bed with some difficulty. She complains of knee pain especially on the left side. The patient does have some slight effusion and bruising about the left knee. The patient was found to be tachycardic, hypotensive, hypoxic with significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. Ice was applied to the left knee and the patient was started on Tylenol No.3 for her pain. This does not appear to be acute fracture, but overall prognosis is quite poor and with decreased dexterity, contractures of the lower extremity and chronic aspiration and with tremors and weight loss, the patient continues to deteriorate rather quickly.
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
