Ms. Lewis is a 61-year-old woman from Houston, lives with her grandson, with history of smoking. She is blind. She has left-sided weakness with CVA. She is currently on hospice with multiple CVAs, hypertension, and type II diabetes. The patient also suffers from neuropathy and has difficulty moving about because of her weakness as well as her blindness. She tells me that she feels depressed.  She has a provider that sees her on a regular basis. Also, lives with her grandson. She has a KPS score of 40%. The patient also suffers from gastroesophageal reflux, DJD, hyperlipidemia and diverticulosis. The patient is demonstrating weakness, weight loss, difficulty with swallowing from time to time, she wears a diaper, bladder incontinent and reports weight loss of 5 pounds. She continues to deteriorate as far as her strokes and continues to have multiple mini-lacunar strokes related to her diabetes.
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
