FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is a 91-year-old woman who lives with her daughter Jeanene next door. The patient was an accountant at one time. She used to be a heavy smoker. Does not smoke any more. She suffers from congestive heart failure, recurrent myocardial infarctions x 2, stroke x 3, left-sided weakness, and obesity. She demonstrates evidence of right-sided heart failure with lower extremity edema, orthopnea, and PND. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has a caretaker as well as her daughter with whom she lives with. On exam, she has S3 gallop. She also has dizziness, weight loss, weakness and symptoms of unstable angina. The daughter tells me that she is much weaker now, she uses a wheelchair because of her dizziness and shortness of breath, she is not able to do anything. She meets the criteria for class III coronary artery disease with congestive heart failure. Her daughter tells me that she has also been sleeping a lot more and showing some decline as far as her mentation is concerned. She is no longer interested in going back and forth to the hospital in case she has any signs or symptoms of MI and wants to be kept comfortable at home.
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
