HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Hallum is a 60-year-old lady comes in today with symptoms of increased weight, hyperlipidemia, recent history of breast cancer, knee pain, leg pain, right knee swelling, tiredness, weakness, and needs a general overall evaluation. She has been married since 1997. She lives with her husband. She runs a tea stand and they have nutritional drinks here in town. On or about November 2023, she was diagnosed with breast cancer, had biopsies, scheduled for lumpectomy later on this month. She has been followed by MD Anderson. She has had all kinds of blood work done, but we have not seen her since 12/2022. So, mammogram is definitely up-to-date. She had CT and PET scan and everything was within normal limits. Colonoscopy is scheduled at MD Anderson in December.

Eye doctor, she is seeing and she had cataract on left side, she is scheduled to remove later on this year.
She is seeing the orthopedist. She has right knee pain, right knee swelling and has been told she has meniscal tear and degenerative joint disease and bone on bone and she needs knee replacement at a later date.
Last set of blood test was in 2012.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back surgery, stomach surgery, breast reduction, knee surgery, tonsils, and cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Gemfibrozil 600 mg b.i.d. and lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She lives with her husband. Last period 10 years ago. Pregnant three times. She has two babies. She lost one child during pregnancy.
FAMILY HISTORY: Remains the same – stroke, lymphoma, MI, and coronary artery disease.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 182 pounds, up 5 pounds.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows trace edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension, controlled.
2. Hyperlipidemia, rechecked.
3. Gemfibrozil. We will check her blood work now; she is fasting.

4. Medications are up-to-date.

5. Breast cancer per MD Anderson.

6. PET scan and CT scan up-to-date.

7. Diarrhea post cholecystectomy resolved.

8. Weight gain.

9. Diet and exercise.

10. Echocardiogram shows cardiomegaly, mild.

11. No RVH.

12. Thyroid cysts remain the same as before. The largest one is 1.2 on the right side. The appearance of the cyst on the right side looked more like a goiter to me.

13. Fatty liver.

14. The left thyroid appears thin.

15. She is scheduled for knee surgery later on this year.

16. Colonoscopy is coming up this year.

17. Cataract surgery again this year.

18. Lumpectomy scheduled this month.

19. Fatty liver.

20. Carotid stenosis remains the same.

21. Family history of lymphoma.

22. Blood work per MD Anderson has been up-to-date.

23. We will follow up in the next three months and we will call the patient with the results of the blood work as soon as available.
