We are going to recommend that she gets evaluated at the emergency room to rule out anything ominous.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 117. Respirations 16. Temperature 95.4. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 33 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round and they do reactive to light.
NECK: There is no thyromegaly. There is no lymphadenopathy. The neck is soft. She maintains full range of motion.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Contusion, head trauma. The patient is to go to the Texas Emergency Hospital for followup and evaluation to rule out possible concussion.
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
