HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 40-year-old male patient here today with a complaint of scabies on bilateral arms, legs and stomach. Apparently, he has a nephew that was infested with scabies and that little one fell asleep on his bare stomach and subsequently transferred the scabies to him. He also has various scabies lesions in between the webbing of his fingers.

No other issues. He has not tried any medications with any success. He is here for evaluation today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs or smoking. Occasionally will drink alcohol.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed., well groomed and he is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/99. Pulse 70. Respirations 20. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 169 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.  Normal respiratory effort is observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN ASSESSMENT: He does have what appeared to be scabies lesions on bilateral hands between the webbing of his fingers and also similar lesions across his abdomen and various areas.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Scabies infection.  The patient will be given permethrin cream 5%. He is to apply to the entire body, he can rinse after 10 hours.

2. I will also supply one refill for him. I have encouraged him to try to get to the source f the scabies; possibly, they are now infested in his bedding as well. He will investigate that.
