HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1½-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in because she has cough and fever of 101; fever throughout the day today. Also, eating less. Mother states she has red throat as well.

Very fussy as well. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She was a premature baby.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Feeding tube.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and allows me to interact with her without too much distress, actually somewhat cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 100. Respirations 20. Temperature 101.9. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is visible. Oropharyngeal area: Tonsils enlarged and erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft.

HEART: Borderline tachycardic at 100.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test. They were both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute tonsillitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days, #100 mL.

2. Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL three times daily p.r.n. cough, #30 mL.

3. She is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Of course, mother will monitor the symptoms and they will call me or return to the clinic if needed.
