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DOB: 

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1972, the patient was in Takhli Air Force Base in Thailand.  The patient tells me that he was a passenger in a bus and the bus ran over 30-40 Thailand soldiers.  The patient tells me that a Thailand soldier got upset at him.  He started beating him.  The patient tells me that he got beat up in the head.  The patient was kicked many times in the head.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness for at least 10-15 minutes. When he woke up, the patient woke up on the ground. The patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.

In 1973, the patient tells me that he had a car accident.  The patient was in Holloman Air force Base in New Mexico.  The patient tells me that he was driving.  However, he fell asleep.  The patient tells me that he lost control of the car.  The car went off the road.  The patient tells me that he was bounced all over the car.  He hit the head in the car.  However, the patient denies any loss of consciousness.  Also, the patent tells me that he had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.

In 1974, the patient was in El Paso.  The patient tells me that he was in a bar, he was involved in a bar fight.  The patient tells me that he got hit in the head many times.  The patient got thrown to the floor.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient got hit so many times, it has caused him confusion and disorientation.  The patient got hit on the top of the head, he was bleeding.  The patient was evaluated in the Army Hospital.  The patient had stitches on the top of the head.

Since these events, the patient has significant chronic headaches.  His head is painful almost every day.  The patient has vision problem.  The patient has pain.  The patient has memory problem.  The patient has neck pain.  The patient has stiffness in the neck.  The patient also has poor memory.

The patient is currently retired.  He is not working.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  He got injured in 1972, as he was attacked and beaten up by Thailand soldiers.  The patient was beaten in the head and kicked in the head many times.  The patient has complete loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up on the ground, with severe headache, confusion with disorientation.  In 1973, the patient was in a car accident in New Mexico Air Force Base.  The patient fell asleep and lost control of the car and hit his head during the accident.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  In 1974, the patient was in a bar fight in El Paso, Texas.  The patient tells me that he was hit many times in the head.  The patient was bleeding from top of the head.  The patient required stitches on the top of the head.  Since these events, the patient has significant headache.

The patient also has vision problem, confusion, and disorientation.  The chronic headache is almost on an every day basis.  It is my opinion that the chronic headaches are due to these head injuries.  I believe that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.
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
