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DOB: 

The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in October 2021 at NAS Lemoore, California.  The patient was in the station at a work van.  The patient was bending over, as she was standing up, she hit the top of the head on the metal steel bar on the work van.  She hit the top of her head very severely.  She immediately had severe head pain.  She became dizzy, lightheaded with nausea, ringing in the ears and tinnitus.  The patient also had blurred vision.  The headache was so intense to the point that she needed to go to the hospital.  The patient was evaluated in the hospital and she was diagnosed of concussion.  The patient went home that day, however, she continued to have significant symptoms of headache, blurred vision, confusion, disorientation, ear ringing, and nausea.  She went back to the hospital again for that.  The patient had these symptoms for the next several weeks.

The patient tells me since this event the patient has significant chronic headaches.  The patient has headaches on almost a daily basis.  The patient has chronic dizziness, ringing in the ears, tinnitus, and blurred vision symptoms. The patient is seeing doctors for these symptoms.  She has been taking Tylenol as needed for the head pain.

The patient is working for the Navy.  The patient is a canine handler. The patient tells me that her symptoms are significant affecting her job. She is not able to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate at her work.  The patient will forget her task duties. The patient is not able to perform well because of her symptoms.
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
