CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided abdominal pain, followup after ultrasound of the kidneys.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she still has pain on the right side of the abdomen and the pain level is 3 or 4 and sometime it is related to food intake and she does eat spicy foods and she had no nausea or vomiting and the patient is not pregnant.

The patient has history of right renal cyst and she had ultrasound of the kidneys and urinary bladder and the results are reviewed and discussed with the patient and her husband in detail and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction. It showed no kidney stone and there was less than 2-cm renal cyst without any tumor and there were no kidney stones and the patient had a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis done in Bangladesh in 2022 and the results are reviewed again with the patient and her husband, at that time also showed same size of right renal cyst and there were no masses noted.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has six months newborn baby. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals no significant tenderness at this time and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
