The patient is seen today for a followup of laceration that occurred three days ago with dressing change. Describes no problems. Has kept dressing clean and dry.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Laceration site healing well with sutures intact. Coloration on central flap type lesion looks good with evident healing.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup complex laceration, left thumb.

PLAN: The patient is to follow up in one week for the removal of stitches and further evaluation.
