CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of cough and congestion for the past three days with slight emesis with cough three days ago. She is afebrile without respiratory distress, but parent states she has some cough left from when she was seen a month ago here, given amoxicillin for strep infection and Histex for cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu testing, both of them were negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with apparent residual bronchitis with slight pharyngitis non-strep.

PLAN: Parents were advised to continue vaporizer with a refill on Histex which they stated helped with cough before and placed on azithromycin for five days with advice to call pediatrician, who they were unsure of or at what clinic he is, to make an appointment as soon as possible for followup as needed and for routine care.
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
