DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 76-year-old white female seen in the practice because of CKD stage IV-V. The patient had evidence of hyperechogenicity in the kidneys suggestive of chronic kidney disease. The serum creatinine went up because of acute kidney injury superimposed on chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. The patient has been recovered her kidney function; however, I do not have a way to assess Mrs. McClelland properly because she did not have the laboratory workup that was ordered through this office. I have the laboratory workup from the Florida Cancer Center. The PTH was 92, the hemoglobin was 8.8 and the hematocrit was 27.7 and this was done on 02/15/2024. The iron saturation and serum iron are within normal limits. I am going to order a complete metabolic profile to be done as soon as possible in order to assess her properly.

2. Anemia that is treated at the Florida Cancer Center. The iron stores are adequate.

3. Hyperuricemia that is under control. The uric acid is 2.7.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation with adequate levels done and recently reported to be 57. The patient has lost 12 pounds of body weight, but she is asymptomatic. She is functional. She does not have any specific complaints at the present time.

I spent 15 minutes reviewing the lab and talking to the Florida Cancer Center, with the patient I spent 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
