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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 55-year-old white male that has a history of polycystic kidney disease. The patient reached endstage renal disease in 2006. Bilateral nephrectomy was performed prior to the transplant; the living-related donor, very compatible and the transplant has been functioning very well. The renal transplant was on 03/31/2006. Today, he comes for a regular followup. The serum creatinine is 1.3, the BUN is 22, the estimated GFR is 64, the protein-to-creatinine ratio is normal. Tacrolimus 4.3. Uric acid 6.4. The patient is in a very stable condition.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient lost 7 pounds of body weight. Blood pressure today 118/79.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The cholesterol went down to 186, HDL 38 and LDL 127. The patient has changed the diet; it is plant-based diet most of the time.

4. The patient has a history of retinal melanoma that is followed at Bascom Palmer in Miami. He has an appointment this coming June. We are going to reevaluate this case in about five months with laboratory workup.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 24 minutes with the patient and 8 minutes in the documentation.
