DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 72-year-old white male followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease stage II. This patient has managed his diabetes very well. He is very consistent with everything that he does and he remains in a stable condition. Today, comes for a regular followup. He had laboratory workup done 02/27/2024; the serum creatinine is 0.97, the BUN is 14, the estimated GFR is 83 and the serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The albumin is 4.3. The liver function tests are within normal limits. Hemoglobin A1c is 6.4%. The patient does not have any selective proteinuria or non-selective proteinuria, everything is negative.

2. Arterial hypertension under control. The blood pressure today is 126/50.

3. Coronary artery disease. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Golino in Manatee Memorial Hospital and they did a cardiac catheterization. He had five bypasses that were patent and the stent that was placed in 2017 or around that time was also patent.

4. Hyperlipidemia is under control. Serum cholesterol 160, HDL 64, and LDL 77.
