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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old Hispanic male that was recently found with a squamous cell carcinoma in the frontal lower part of the gingival area and there is also osteomyelitis in the same area. The patient has been under the care of the Florida Cancer doctors. He is going to have a PET scanning the day after tomorrow and he will continue the workup and the plan of therapy. I discussed with Mr. Garcia my willingness to help him whenever he considers necessary.

2. The patient is followed here because of chronic kidney disease. He maintains a GFR that is above 60. The serum creatinine is 1.1. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

3. Hyperlipidemia is under control.

4. The patient does not have evidence of hypertension. The blood pressure is 122/58 and he has lost 5 pounds since the last appointment and rightfully so because it is difficult for him to chew.

5. BPH that is followed by the urologist.

6. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. Hemoglobin A1c is 6.4.

7. The patient has anemia and this anemia is related to iron deficiency with an iron saturation of 14%.

8. The patient has obstructive sleep apnea treated with CPAP.

9. Coronary artery disease that has been asymptomatic.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 20 minutes in the face-to-face and 6 minutes in the documentation.
