The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 2019, the patient was in the Navy at Charleston, South Carolina.  The patient tells me that he was driving a vehicle, and he was rear-ended by another car.  The patient tells me that his head got hit in the front and the back of the head.  The patient had significant confusion and disorientation.  The patient also has severe head pain.  However, he did not lose consciousness.  The patient tells me that for the next few days, the patient has had extensive sleepiness, confusion, disorientation, and headaches.
In October 2018, the patient was in Charleston, South Carolina.  The patient tells me that he was sleeping on the bunkbed.  He fell off of the top of bunkbed.  The patient fell on to the ground and hit the head against the floor and wall.  The patient tells me that he had severe head pain.  The patient has felt confused and disorientation.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.
The patient currently has significant symptoms.  The patient tells me that he has significant memory loss.  The patient has anxiety and vertigo symptoms.  The patient has depression.  The patient has difficulty with the depth perception.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  The patient has irritability.  The headaches are everyday.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient also has difficulty with the confusion and memory loss.
The patient is currently a power system technician.  He tells me that he has decreased in concentration at work because of the significant headaches.  The patient also confusion and disoriented at times.  The patient also has memory deficit.  The patient has difficulty to remember his task duties.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to focus at work.
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
