CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of leg swelling without any open wounds.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her sister who drove her here from home and she stated that the patient was having swelling in the legs mostly on the right side, but there are no open wounds and she has been using Zetia along with bumetanide 1 mg twice tablet a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, chest pain, headache, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. Right leg has good pulses.
Right leg has slightly reddish area in the front of the leg. There is no calf tenderness or calf swelling. The patient is able to ambulate; however, she uses walking cane.

The patient is advised to raise both the legs and use the elastic gauze only for daytime.
