PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He takes an autism medication, mother does not remember the name.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: 
GENERAL: It is a grossly normal exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 16. Temperature 99.1. Oxygenation 99%. He does have autism. So, he gets easily excited here.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient has a diagnosis of seasonal allergies. He will get Zyrtec 5 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon on a daily basis for the next 10 days #50 mL.
2. Mother is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if needed.
