HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 71-year-old female patient here doing a followup visit; I last saw her on Monday, five days ago. She had the same symptoms; upper respiratory infection and cough. She is feeling a bit worse today. I had given her cefdinir 300 mg b.i.d. and Medrol Dosepak and a cough medicine. We also gave her two injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone and it is surprising to me that she tells me today she is feeling worse. She also has a low-grade fever of 99.4. Oxygenation at 93%; last week, it was 95%.
We are going to send her to the emergency room for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, DVT, depression, anxiety, and hysterectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As stated above.
ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN and Z-PAK.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. Negative for drinking or for smoking.

The patient does not verbalize any shortness of breath, but she does have cough. She states the cough seems to be getting worse at night.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 96/51. Pulse 91. Respirations 18. Temperature 99.4. Oxygenation 93%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: A few adventitious sounds. We were unable to do a chest x-ray today. So, we are going to refer her to the emergency room for followup and evaluation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Obese and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today included a COVID-19 test, it was negative. Five days ago, we did a flu test and it was negative at that point as well. We did a chest x-ray, but there was an error in getting the result of the chest x-ray. So, we are referring her to the emergency room for followup treatment.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Once again, the current medications that she has been on for the last five days are cefdinir 300 mg b.i.d., Medrol Dosepak as directed and Bromfed DM for a cough medicine.
2. She is going to leave here immediately and go to Texas Emergency Hospital for the Emergency Room to have further evaluation and chest x-ray.
