HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 63-year-old woman with history of breast cancer in remission, DJD, neuropathy sciatic nerve who lives alone with her daughter. She used to work as a hospital aide years ago, nurses aide before. Never been married. She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Stomach surgery, gallbladder surgery and lumpectomy.

ALLERGIES: Codeine and sulfa.

CURRENT MEDICATION: Neurontin 300 mg at night, metoprolol 25 mg a day, tramadol 50 mg every six hours, Flexeril 10 mg a day, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg a day, enalapril 10 mg a day, thyroid 50 mcg a day, inhaler both Symbicort or equivalent and albuterol.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was found to be alert and awake in no distress with no evidence of shortness of breath at rest, shortness of breath with activity noted, no cough, congestion, nausea, vomiting and no significant weight loss. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 90. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COPD stable.
2. Continue with breathing treatments.

3. Hypertension stable.

4. Neuropathy stable.

5. Chronic pain related to sciatica.

6. Radiculopathy pain.

7. Continue with both inhalers.

8. No O2 required at this time.

9. The patient is single and lives by herself and has provided services to help with her daily needs.
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
