CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of a pruritic eruption in the groin in the diaper area for the past two days, was recently given antibiotic by PCP for apparent respiratory infection.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of chromosome abnormality with mental deficit. The patient basically invalid, cared for by mother, not able to communicate or ambulate. 
SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than mother takes excellent care of disabled daughter who is now 27 years old.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered papular confluent type eruption to the pubic and inguinal areas compatible with yeast dermatitis. Musculoskeletal/Back: The patient has muscular spasms with rigidity, unable to ambulate or use hands to grasp or move objects.
IMPRESSION/PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Mycolog II to apply with diaper changes for the next several days until rash is cleared.
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
