Face-to-Face Evaluation.

Mr. Garza was evaluated for face-to-face today on his 70th birthday.

This is a 70-year-old male with history of end-stage COPD currently on hospice with difficulty with walking, increased shortness of breath, O2 dependency. He is also having memory loss, confusion most likely related to hypoperfusion and hypoxemia. He also suffers from hypertension, rhabdomyolysis, and history of substance abuse. He has demonstrated lack of appetite, decreased weight of five pounds, and help with daily activities needed by the caregiver. He currently has a KPS score of 30% with worsening O2 saturation at rest in the mid 80s with oxygen at 93 at 2 liters. His COPD has also affected his weakness. He has decreased energy and bouts of confusion as I mentioned decreased appetite. We will recommend continue with O2 and comfort measures. The patient’s findings today are consistent with end-stage/worsening COPD.
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
