Ms. Grant is a 94-year-old woman currently lives at home with her daughter Barbara. She is currently on hospice with advanced congestive heart failure. The patient also suffers from COPD, peripheral vascular disease, neuropathy, insomnia, diabetes, history of breast cancer. The patient is currently on oxygen. She is O2 dependent at 3 liters of oxygen on regular basis. The patient’s daughter Barbara tells me that mother has begun to eat less. She just pushes the food away. She is eating now 25% of her food. She has demonstrated weight loss of five pounds. This is on top of the 15-pound weight loss that was seen back in January. The patient has pain, anxiety, and sundowner syndrome. The patient is able to maintain O2 sat at 92% on 2 liters of oxygen. The patient also has a history of dementia with decreased mentation and has KPS score of 40% along with COPD, hypertension, and ischemic cardiomyopathy with ejection fraction less than 20%. The patient changes noted above are unavoidable given her advanced age as well as her ischemic heart disease. Barbara states that she requires more care in the evening because of sundowner syndrome. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable along with change in mental status, which is related to her dementia as well as hypoperfusion and cardiomyopathy. The patient’s overall prognosis remains poor.
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
