This is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD, severe scoliosis to the point that the patient is almost bent over at 60 degrees, history of spinal bifida, dementia, muscle weakness, chronic pain related to spinal bifida and scoliosis, weight loss, insomnia and hypertension. The patient is only able to live at home with help of hospice. Since last evaluation the patient has lost 10 pounds and has KPS score of 50% and functional assessment staging of 6B MAC down by 2.5 cm. The patient appears to be more confused with decreased mentation and increased forgetfulness. The patient’s O2 is 94% on room air. The patient has oxygen that he uses from time to time when he gets short of breath, but he does not like to use his “oxygen”. Because of his weight loss he is suffering from muscle wasting, increased pain, decreased appetite. The weight loss and change in MAC is unavoidable given the patient’s advanced COPD and findings during this examination. The patient requires aides and nurses care by hospice staff on regular basis to be able to survive and to be able to live at home. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Lilly.
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
