Lola is a 91-year-old woman currently on hospice with end-stage congestive heart failure, hypertensive heart disease, dementia, hemiplegia related to CVA affecting the right side, Alzheimer type dementia, idiopathic neuropathy, osteoarthritis, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, history of fractured C1 related to the patient’s recurrent falls. The patient is being evaluated today for face-to-face. The patient is seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient appears to be short of breath. The patient lives alone with the provider. She recently had a fall and was seen in the emergency room with no evidence of acute fracture, but she has had issues with fractures in the past and she suffered a C1 fracture at one time related to her fall. She has had weight loss of at least two pounds per caretaker. She complains of low back pain mostly likely related to previous falls, decreased cognitive abilities. She has a KPS score of 40%. The patient demonstrates significant decline in her overall health status given the above mentioned findings associated with decreased weight, protein-calorie malnutrition, increased confusion, muscle wasting, temporal wasting, increased pain in her legs and low back area. She has required medication changes to keep her as comfortable as possible. The patient continues to be at high risk of fall.
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
