Face-to-Face Evaluation

This is a 61-year-old woman who is being evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation. She suffers from terminal bone cancer class IV, severe pain. The patient is on hospice with bone cancer, weight loss, dyspnea even at rest, air hunger, pedal edema 3+ cannot rule out DVT, history of congestive heart failure, history of recurrent DVT in the past, gastroesophageal reflux, depression and constipation. The patient has required increase in her pain medications recently. The patient is eating very little. She has severe weakness, fatigue, and weight loss. The patient is now spending more time in bed because of her pain and the fact that any kind of movement causes severe pain. She has a KPS score of 30%, which is definitely worsening from previous evaluation, decreased cognition, decreased functional ability related to weight loss and severe weakness as well as her shortness of breath. The patient is now eating less than 10% of her meals indicating the weight loss that was mentioned. The patient’s blood pressure is 100/60 now. She suffers from volume depletion and O2 saturation is 90% with 2 liters of oxygen. She now weighs less than 95 pounds, which is a five-pound weight loss from previous evaluation. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman who is dying of primary bone cancer with metastatic disease.
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
