Ms. McBride is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, EF of less than 20%, severe weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence and as a matter of fact at the time of visit the patient had an accident and required help to clean her diaper and her underwear. She currently has a KPS score of 40%. She has increased cognitive function because of hypoperfusion. She has O2 in place, but has increased shortness of breath at activity and rest. The patient is obese, has sleep apnea, severe weakness and weight loss which is complicated by the fact that she has edema of her lower extremity.  The patient also suffers from hypertension, COPD, and muscle weakness. She uses Symbicort and albuterol inhalers as well as a nebulizer to help with breath. The patient has a caregiver that she receives her needs. The patient has had a history of fall recently because of her inability to move around. She continues to worsen as far as her symptoms of heart failure is concerned, which is unavoidable given her ejection fraction of less than 20%. She has a KPS score of 40%. Functional assessment staging at 7C. Overall prognosis remains poor for Ms. McBride. She has hospice aides and nurses to care for her on a daily basis.
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
