Mr. Brook is an 83-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. He lives with his sister Tamara who is his primary caregiver. His sister states that Bernie is getting more and more confused. He is eating very little. He fights with his sister about how much he wants to eat. He has lost about four and half to five pound per Tamara his sister. He is at a high risk of fall quite wobbly on his feet, but not been seen in the emergency room recently per his sister. Other issues include dementia, age related physical disability, chronic pain, polyarthritis, generalized weakness, and generalized anxiety disorder. He currently has a KPS score of 40%. Other comorbidities also include hypertension, atrial fibrillation, KPS score is at 30%, increased forgetfulness, memory deficits, sundowner syndrome per his sister Tamara, requiring help with ADL and having more bouts of bladder and bowel incontinence, weight loss of three pounds from last visit which he had before 10-pound weight loss. He has had previous hospital visits because of falls but not recently. The patient has change in his condition is unavoidable given his history and diagnosis of end-stage Alzheimer dementia. Given his atrial fibrillation and history of coronary artery disease as well as dementia puts him at stage 6E on FAST scale.
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
