Face-to-Face Evaluation

This is a 72-year-old gentleman comes today for face-to-face evaluation with end-stage parkinsonism, hypertension, hemiplegia, muscle wasting, contracture right upper arm, dementia, as well as protein-calorie malnutrition. Since admission the patient has decreased appetite, muscle wasting, three and half pound weight loss, increased symptoms of aspiration, increased pain, generalized weakness, decreased mentation and his FAST score is at 7A. KPS score is at 40%. His MAC is 2 cm less than previously recorded. The patient also appears confused and more confused at times with symptoms of sundowner syndrome. The patient required help with ADL and having episodes of bowel or bladder incontinence which is consistent with end-stage Parkinsonism. His tremors are worsened despite treatment. The patient’s medication cannot be increased anymore because in the past the patient has had side effects of medication and does not like to increase his medication at this time. Continues to have grade overall prognosis with end-stage Parkinsonism.
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
