Face-To-Face Evaluation

Mr. Jacobs was seen today for face-to-face evaluation with history of COPD, end stage requiring hospice care, congestive heart failure associated with right-sided heart failure with increased edema, increased renal insufficiency both systolic and diastolic dysfunction. The patient has had increased edema 2+ bilaterally from previously. He has issues with air hunger, weakness, shortness of breath, muscle wasting, protein calorie malnutrition, high risk of fall, itching related to his renal insufficiency as well as decreased mentation. His comorbidities along with end-stage COPD includes hypertensive heart disease, stage IV kidney disease, both systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, low back pain, radiculopathy, neuropathy, protein calorie malnutrition, and tobacco abuse. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%. He has bouts of increased confusion where he was fully responsive at the time of admission. Also increased wheezing, shortness of breath now at rest as well as with any type of activity. He is eating very little and has had two and half pound weight loss. It does not appear to be an issue at this time. He sometimes is refusing his medication, which is complicating care and has mild symptoms of sundowner syndrome at this time, which is beginning to manifest.
