This is a ______ -year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Parkinson’s disease. The patient was seen today, 03/11/2024, for face-to-face evaluation. The patient’s case was discussed with caregiver Fellown who tells me that Mr. Adams is experiencing weight loss, decreased mentation, increased aspiration. He currently has a KPS score of 40%.  His FAST score is 7C. His other comorbidities include hypertensive heart disease, generalized anxiety disorder, weight loss, insomnia, difficulty with gait, and bipolar disorder. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent. He is now sleeping 12-14 hours a day. He is eating less, probably less than 50% of his meals. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. He is at a high risk of fall when he ambulates, but he is ambulating a lot less. He also has issues with gait related to his advanced parkinsonism as well as requiring the help of caretaker around the clock to take care of him. His cognitive and physical decline is related to his endstage parkinsonism. The patient’s worsening symptoms include blank stares, constipation, depression, drooling, anxiety, apathy, Parkinson’s facies, muscle stiffness, and involuntary movement which seemed to have definitely gotten worse since previous evaluation relating to his endstage parkinsonism. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Adams.
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
