Ms. Clayton is a 75-year-old woman who is evaluated today for face-to-face visit. She has history of endstage COPD. Her COPD causes her shortness of breath, weakness and has caused her muscle wasting. She also suffers from right-sided heart failure, chronic pain, pulmonary hypertension, and cor pulmonale. She is now sleeping about 15-16 hours a day. She has decreased cognition most likely because of hypoperfusion. She has a KPS score of 40% and FAST score of 7C. She does have history of congestive heart failure with low EF, Class IV New York Heart Association (NYHA). She has had 3 pounds of weight loss per caretaker. She is not eating very much. The patient has an O2 sat of 93%, pedal edema as was mentioned related to cor pulmonale, shortness of breath with activity and speaking, and shortness of breath at rest. The patient when more lucid can recall the time that she used to work for social security in administration and recounts how many people she has helped in the past.
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
