HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 21-year-old young lady married. Last period three weeks ago and definitely not pregnant. Comes in today with above-mentioned symptoms for the past few days. The patient ate shrimp purchased from the store and the symptoms started shortly after eating shrimp. She also has sore throat, nausea, headache, and other issues that were mentioned.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with her husband. They have one child. She would like to have another child. She is a dispatcher for a chemical company here in town. Her husband is an air conditioning man.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially the same as above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. 

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 106 pounds. Oxygenation 99%. Temperature 99. Respirations 20. Pulse 124. Blood pressure 111/68.

THROAT: Red. Posterior pharynx red.

NECK: Shows no meningiomas.
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HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. 

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: No McBurney or Murphy signs noted. No rebound. No rigidity.

SKIN: Shows no rash

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Positive strep.

2. Urinalysis shows a 2+ blood.

3. Otherwise within normal limits.

4. Lymphadenopathy.

5. Abdominal exam is totally negative.

6. Examination of the abdomen revels a normal gallbladder. Normal liver. Normal kidneys.

7. Because of dizziness, we did a neck ultrasound and carotid which was completely within normal limits and except for some lymphadenopathy in her neck

8. The patient will be treated with amoxicillin 500 mg t.i.d on outpatient basis. Rocephin a gram now. I told her where her appendix lives and if she is still having any pain in the area she needs to go the emergency right now. Again there is no pain at this time.

9. If she develops any other symptoms will let us know right away.
