He has had beginning symptoms as early as three days ago. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Diminished eating as well.

Mother did administer over-the-counter Tylenol. It did bring his fever from 102 down to 99.9 today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGIAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any second-hand smoke. Lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. He is irritated. He is alert. He does not look acutely ill 

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 18. Temperature 99.1. Oxygenating well

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally is seen. Oropharyngeal area mildly erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

The patient was seen today after mother got off work the approximate time is 6 pm. in the evening and mother also tells me he has been coughing quite a bit since she picked him up from day care.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Otitis media and acute pharygitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d x 10 days.

2. Cough. Histex PD 0.3 mL three times daily p.r.n, #30 mL.

3. He is to get plenty of fluid and plenty of rest. Mother will monitor symptoms as well and they will call or return to the clinic if needed.
