HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-month-old female patient. Mother brings her in today due to having fever, cough and congestion and also decreased appetite started yesterday afternoon.

No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She has good wet diapers every single day.

She normally takes the bottle and she does well and slightly diminished today. There is no inconsolable crying.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGIAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of second hand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She has good eye tracking. She seems alert. She does not look acutely ill.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 18. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation within normal limits.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal. Ears: Some mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area mild erythema. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Her breathing does sound a bit raspy in the upper portion.

The big complaint here from the mother has been the coughing and the fever last night.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Upper respiratory infection and cough. The patient will receive amoxicillin per weight protocol for 10 days. For the cough, we are going to allow normal remedies, plenty of liquid hydration. Mother is going to keep an eye on her and I have also recommended applying Vicks to the chest for any decongestant effect
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Mother understands plan of care. They are going to keep an eye on her and return to the clinic or call me if not improving.
