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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 58-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of arterial hypertension. The patient has lost 13 pounds of body weight. The blood pressure reading today is 137/80 and the patient is asymptomatic. The patient has been taking Ozempic and this medication has made the difference in the body weight and in the way he is feeling. He is going to continue losing weight and hopefully everything continues to be under control.

2. Chronic kidney disease that is stage II. The serum creatinine is 0.95, the BUN is 5 and the estimated GFR is 92.8. There is no evidence of proteinuria whatsoever.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 6.2.

4. Bronchial asthma that has been under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that has a total cholesterol of 123, triglycerides are slightly elevated at 200, the LDL is 48 and the HDL is 34. Activity is highly recommended in this patient.

6. The patient has a history of stroke in the past. The sequela of the stroke is seizure disorder that has been arrested with the administration of Keppra.

7. BPH on Proscar and the patient is also on VESIcare. Very stable condition. I just encouraged the patient to keep on losing weight.

I spent 8 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
