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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus, arterial hypertension and proteinuria. The patient was placed on Jardiance 10 mg that he has been taking every other day. At this point, I am going to increase the administration of Jardiance. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 03/01/2024, the serum creatinine is 2, the BUN is 30, the estimated GFR is 31 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is less than 1 g in 24 hours. The progression of the amount of protein has stabilized and hopefully by increasing the Jardiance dose we are going to see further improvement.

2. The patient has a history of hyperkalemia. The potassium is 4.7.

3. Parkinson’s disease that is followed by the neurologist. The patient has been taking the carbidopa. There is no evidence of further deterioration.

4. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control.

5. BPH without any further symptoms. He has nocturia x 2.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in about three to four months with laboratory workup.
