DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 84-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient comes with a laboratory workup that was done 02/28/2024. The serum creatinine is 1, the BUN is 21, and the estimated GFR is 52. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 132 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range.

2. Arterial hypertension. The patient has a blood pressure reading in the office of 119/71. She has remained with a BMI of 25.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Serum cholesterol is 184, LDL cholesterol is 86, HDL is 68 and triglycerides are 147.

4. Osteoporosis that has been treated with the administration of Fosamax. She has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. She has a remote history of breast cancer, more than 30 years ago. The patient is followed by Dr. Maxwell every three to five months. I do not see the need for Mrs. Gorcuch to be followed frequently. I am going to give her an appointment to see me in one year. I told her that if something comes up I will be more than happy to schedule her in the office.

We invested 9 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 17 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
