Followup being done today for Reclast infusion.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of microcephaly, profound intellectual disability, two partial seizures, and osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair.

HEENT: Head is microcephaly.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. The patient is mouth breather. He has a tracheostomy.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Good air entry.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Muscle wasting. The patient maintains fetal posture.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Microcephaly and intellectual disability.

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RECOMMENDATIONS: Attempts were made to establish an good IV, however, on account of patient’s posture on account of contracture that would not allow to out stretch his forearm and not able to find a vein to establish good IV site, we had to abandon the attempts after few trials. We request you to please send the patient in couple of three weeks after good hydration. We will attempt it again.
