Thank you for this referral.

This patient is here for evaluation of elevated globulin.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of cellulitis of both legs, and recently recorded elevated globulin level.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in wheelchair.
Eyes: The patient is sleepy.

ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Both extremities were covered in dressing below the knee.

LABS: His recent labs CMP showed creatinine of 1.57. His total protein was 9.1, albumin was 3.3, and globulin would be 5.8. His WBC was 5.9, hemoglobin 1.1, platelet 140.
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DIAGNOSIS: Hypergammaglobulinemia

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should send the blood for immunoprotein electrophoresis, IgG, IgA, and IgM level once available we can make further recommendations. He may have polyclonal gammopathy on account of chronic inflammation involving lower extremity.

ADDENDUM: He also has history of seizure disorder for which he is on Keppra.
