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The patient is a 66-year-old gentleman on hospice with endstage COPD, hypertension, cor pulmonale, history of tobacco abuse and on nebulizer treatment. The patient lives alone since his wife passed away. He also suffers from diabetes, congestive heart failure, cor pulmonale, pedal edema and weakness. The patient has had history of myocardial infarction with chest pain and shortness of breath associated with any type of activity. The patient has stage IIIB renal insufficiency, has a KPS score of 40% and most likely has less than six months to live given his current health status. The patient also has had a decline in his conditon in the past two months with weight loss, blood pressure out of control, increased shortness of breath and muscle wasting with protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
