This is a 62-year-old woman, currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is seen today for face-to-face evaluation. At the time of the visit, it is very obvious that she has diminished lung capacity, history of anxiety and shortness of breath related to her COPD. Other comorbidities include peripheral vascular disease, bipolar disorder, dementia, depression, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, and osteoarthritis.

Ms. Souza is in a group home where they see about her needs. It is impossible for her to live by herself. The caretaker tells me that she experiences shortness of breath when lying down related to her endstage COPD. The patient’s room air oxygen saturation is around 87% when she refuses to wear her oxygen. With oxygen her O2 saturation rises up to 92. The patient also has decreased mentation, FAST score of 7C,. KPS score of 40%. The patient requires help with most ADLs and has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient initially had lost 25 pounds and has lost another 3 to 5 pounds since past month per caregiver.
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
