The patient presents with complaints of sore throat for the past three days with temperature reported by mother of 103 first day and now afebrile. No other symptoms. The patient feels like he is getting worse with throat pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occasional strep, not recently.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Afebrile. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema and swelling of the tonsils. Neck: 1+ nontender adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Strep test was performed which is negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Non-strep pharyngitis with probable influenza type symptoms.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax to take with followup with PCP and here if needed.
