The patient is here for followup of laceration to his hand, changing dressing without problems, has more discomfort from stitches.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Laceration to web space between first and second fingers, healing well with sutures, flap type laceration with some darkening and some separation from the skin, but appears to have good healing. No other abnormalities of extremities or neurovascular/tendon systems.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup laceration to hand.

PLAN: Stitches removed without complications with Steri-Strips applied. The patient was advised to continue care of the wound and to leave Steri-Strips on for the next few days. Follow up as needed.
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
