The patient complains of pain left ear for the past two days started after riding home in a truck lying on his left ear and falling asleep. He states he had slight throat infection two weeks ago with cough and congestion essentially cleared now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of allergic rhinitis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Left tympanic membrane with bulging and erythema with loss of landmarks. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Left otitis media.
PLAN: Given injection of Rocephin with prescription for amoxicillin for 10 days. Advised to take over-the-counter Sudafed with Xyzal and to follow up as needed with PCP and here if necessary.
