Mr. Kinney is a 73-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of his thyroid function studies. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, type II diabetes, pulmonary nodule, bradycardia, PVCs, osteopenia, and sleep apnea. The patient was previously on amiodarone this affected his thyroid function studies. He is currently not on any thyroid function studies. He endorses occasional low heart rate, fatigue, some changes in his weight, mood swings, and hair loss. He reports that he has gotten both the flu shot and COVID vaccine. He states that he lost about 10-15 pounds in November. He is on metformin therapy for his diabetes.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of his thyroid function studies, he was on amiodarone therapy, which caused fluctuation in his thyroid function study. At this point, my recommendation is to check current thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level, thyroid globulin body level, PSI level, and TSH receptor antibody level.

2. I will also order thyroid ultrasound to delineate his thyroid gland and to assess any thyroid nodules.

3. For his type II diabetes, he is on metformin 500 mg twice a day. He will check a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

6. Followup with primary care provider. He is on pravastatin 20 mg daily.

7. For his coronary artery disease followup with cardiology.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
