Mrs. Cantway is a 62-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding abnormal thyroid function studies. She also has a history of type II diabetes, hyperlipidemia, obesity, and anxiety. She also had a total hysterectomy in 2004. She also had a parathyroidectomy 3/4 gland removed in 2017. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue, and some changes in her weight. She reports some hair thinning. She reports occasional compressive symptoms of the thyroid. For her diabetes, she is on 70/30 25 units in the morning and 30 units in the evening and Jardiance 10 mg daily. She states that she does not take the 70/30 usually in the morning. She often skips this dose. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of her thyroid function studies, we will repeat a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level. I will also get a TPO antibody level, thyroglobulin antibody level as well as TSI level and a TSH receptor antibody level.

2. For her type II diabetes, I will recommend getting a current hemoglobin A1c and I will recommend adjusting her diabetic medications to Synjardy XR 25/1000 mg once daily and continue the Novolin 70/30 30 units each evening before supper. We will hold the plain Jardiance.

3. For her history of a parathyroidectomy this was done in 2017. Her calcium levels are within normal limits. She had 3/4 glands removed.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

5. Followup with primary care provider.

6. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.
