Mr. Cohen is a 64-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes around 1995. He also has a history of GERD, vitamin D deficiency, insomnia, and thyroid cancer status post total thyroidectomy. The patient is here today because he wants Eversense continuous glucose monitor placed in his arm today. The patient also had history of gastric bypass surgery. His last hemoglobin A1c was 6.6%.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. We will continue the Basaglar 45 units in the morning and lispro based on sliding scale. He usually takes about 8 units with each meal.

2. We placed the Eversense continuous glucose monitor on this patient and located in the patient right arm we use sterile technique. We made a 3-5 mm incision on his right upper extremity and placed the Eversense sensor under the dermal layer. We closed the incision with Steri-Strips. We also used Xylocaine anesthesia locally. The patient tolerated the procedure well and we used Steri-Strips to close it and again sterile technique was used.

3. The patient’s e-mail address is Mcohen1959@brizon.net.

4. For his hypothyroidism, he had a total thyroidectomy secondary to thyroid cancer. He is currently on levothyroxine 200 mcg daily. We will check a thyroid function panel prior to his return.

5. For his vitamin D deficiency, he is on vitamin D 5000 IUs once every other week.

6. The patient has a history of gastric bypass surgery.

7. We will do his next insertion during his six months followup visit. The patient will be moving from up North.
