Mrs. Jaramillo is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypercalcemia evaluation. She has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, vertigo, and osteoarthritis. She reports symptoms of fatigue and some thinning hair. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports occasional compressive symptoms of thyroid. She denies any bone pain or abdominal pain. She denies any changes in her memory.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of hypercalcemia, we noted that her calcium was elevated and we will repeat this in the sitting of a parathyroid hormone level. Her last labs were drawn on December 28, 2023 and her PTH at that time elevated at 134.4 and her serum calcium level at that time was 12.2. We will get confirmatory testing and recheck the PTH level, ionized calcium level as well as serum calcium level and vitamin D level.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hypothyroidism, continue current therapy.

4. For her osteoarthritis, followup with primary care provider.

5. Followup with primary care provider.
